How to evaluate a referee

Go towww.pcsra.organd click on
information. A menu will appear
below. Click on Inquiry. Enter the
date you would like to begin your
search. Use the pull-down menu to
choose “Puyallup” in the
organization box for home games.
Choose “All" if you are away. If
you know the field, you may use
the pull-down to narrow your
search. Each time you check a box,
it will appear as a column in the
report after clicking on show.
NOTE: There are other referee
associations that may assign your
game if you are away. This
example is for games assigned
through the PCSRA website.
TRIAS has a very similar site and
can be accessed at
www.triassoccercentral.org
Games played in South King
County can be found here.

You can click on the match to
determine if a referee has been
assigned - if it is an upcoming
game, or what the referee reported
for the game - if it is a game
already played. You will not be
able to view any personal
information regarding any referee
official.



Click on “Evaluation” under the
information button to access the
referee evaluation inquiry feature.
Enter the match number from the
previous screen in the box as
shown. You may only evaluate a
referee if the match has already
been completed. Click show to
bring the match up. To complete
the evaluation of the Ref, AR1, or
AR2, click on the icon under the
name.

The evaluation page will load.
Enter in the information required,
fill in any additional concerns, and
click file. Your evaluation will be
compiled and a report will be
emailed to the appropriate referee
assignor.
